The third Singapore Biennale, entitled Open House, features 63 artists from 30 countries, with over
half creating new commissions or premiering new works. Open House is presented across three main
exhibition venues, each with its own particular character, that draw upon representative spaces in
Singapore: Housing Development Board flats (Singapore Art Museum and 8Q), shopping centres and
night markets (National Museum of Singapore), and international air and sea ports (Old Kallang
Airport).

In Singapore, during Hari Raya, Deepavali and Chinese New Year, people open their homes to others,
inviting them to visit, eat and talk. This is not only a gesture of hospitality and goodwill but also an
opportunity to reflect, negotiate and exchange.

In the same way, Singapore Biennale has thrown open its doors to invite artists to Singapore to visit,
create art and offer their own perspectives and creative approaches on ideas like culture, points of
views, connections with others and moving across borders.

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OLD KALLANG AIRPORT

Opened in 1937 as Singapore’s first civil airport, Old Kallang Airport is now re-opened to the public
as one of the venues for showing contemporary art at the Singapore Biennale 2011. The works
placed here talk about ideas of movement, both physically as well as across borders or between

cultures, and thus offering new perspective and insight.
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Let’s explore the artworks!

Go to Double Up, Michael Beutler, Terminal Building Level 1

The artist made the items in this artwork using tools that he also created himself. He was inspired
by the ‘raw’ feel and look of the space when he visited this place a few months before the
Biennale. The work that you see here is a direct response to the industrial nature of the space.

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Go _to Unequal Exchange/No Exchange Can Be Unequal, Arin Rungjang, Terminal
Building Level 1

Migrants are people who leave their home country to work and live in another city or country.
Here, the artist has displayed household items that can be commonly found in a Thai migrant
worker’s room in the space like tables and rugs, but instead of used items, these are brand new
items that he had bought from a popular Swedish furniture store in Singapore.

This is because he is planning to get Thai migrant workers to bring their own household items to
exchange with the items in this space — a table in exchange for a table, a rug in exchange for a rug
and so on. In this way, the space you see now would have changed drastically over time as more
and more items are being exchanged!

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Go to Work No. 112: Thirty-nine metronomes beating time, one at every speed by
Martin Creed, Terminal Building Level 2

A metronome is any device that produces regular, ticking beats, and is often used by people
playing the piano to keep time. By using wooden metronomes in this artwork, the artist Martin
Creed has created a soundtrack (recorded sound accompaniment to a film) for the terminal
building of the Old Kallang Airport.

7. Canyou count the number of metronomes used in this artwork?

Contemporary art pieces do not just require the audience’s sense of sight to look at the artwork —
sometimes, other senses such as the sense of smell and hearing are also required to respond to an
artwork.

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Go to Frost Drawing for Kallang Airport, Gosia Wlodarczak, Glass Panel, Terminal
Building Level 2

Instead of drawing on canvas or paper, artist Gosia Wlodarczak draws on glass so that visitors can
see her drawings on both sides of the panel, whichever side you are standing at.

The artist thinks that it is very important to remember everything that happens in our lives, so she
has drawn down everything she had seen and experienced while she was at the Old Kallang
Airport — from the buildings and nature around her, to the people she talked to while she was
creating her drawings.

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Go to German Barn, ElImgreen & Dragset, Hanger

As you exit the terminal building, walk left towards the huge building on your left. This used to be
the hanger of the Old Kallang Airport where planes were stored when they were not in use.

The artwork displayed here is an example of a site-specific installation artwork, where the artwork
has been created to fit a particular space or environment.

The artists, EImgreen and Dragset, have built a German Barn in this space here. A barn is a
structure that is used to store stacks of hay after the harvest season. By building a barn in the
hanger, the artists wish to make visitors look at the barn from a different point of view.

This artwork, Self Portrait, Our Landscape, is a project created by Matthew Ngui, the Artistic
Director of Singapore Biennale 2011. In this project, over 3,000 students from more than 40
primary and secondary schools have created their self-portraits without drawing their faces.
Instead, they have carefully thought about the important things in their lives that define them,
and drawn them down to represent themselves.

American artist Taryn Simon took over 1,000 photographs of contraband items at the John F.
Kennedy International Airport in New York over a series of 5 days in November 2009. A
contraband item is something that is not allowed to enter or leave a country, or to be owned or
sold by someone. These items were seized from passengers and express mail upon entering the
United States from abroad.

Singaporean artist Michael Lee has created what he calls a ‘mad architect’s studio’ in these rooms.
An architect is a person who plans and designs buildings. Michael Lee has made up a fictitious (not
real) architect named K.S. Wong who has designed all the building models that you see here in the
rooms. He has created an imaginary world in which buildings such as the models you see here
exist.

The artist, Charles Labelle is showing a collection of drawings he has done of the buildings he has
entered while he visited Singapore a few months ago.

The reason he has done
so is because he used to have a fear of entering buildings, but then he realised that taking pictures
of the buildings before entering them and subsequently drawing them out helps him deal with this
fear.

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Old Kallang Airport - Suggested Answers
1. A. Pipes

B. Wire mesh

C. Ropes

D. Pulleys
2. The machine was used to roll the paper around the wire mesh.
3. Students’ own response. Suggestions: roller press, pasta making machine, sugar cane juicer.
4. Clocks, tables, chairs, plates, chairs, sofas, rugs etc.
5. Students’ own response. Suggestions: Yes, because the furniture looks similar to what they have
at home. No, because the furniture is too new; it doesn’t feel lived in.
6. Students’ own response. Suggestions: a favourite pillow, a favourite book, a favourite cushion to
make a new place feel like home.
7. Students’ own response. Suggestions: The sound reminds one of clocks, heartbeats etc. The
sounds coming from the metronomes are different because they are beating at different rhythms
from one another.

Yes, it is an artwork
because the artist has chosen work together with various communities to plant a special selection of
plants and flowers at the garden, and has placed several sculptures in the form of suitcases and
birdcages to complement the garden space.
